Play	
  of	
  Hand:	
  

Ø Declarer’s	
  left	
  hand	
  opponent	
  (LHO)	
  makes	
  the	
  first	
  lead	
  
‘face	
  down’	
  

Ø The	
  card	
  is	
  not	
  turned	
  over	
  until	
  ‘thank	
  you	
  partner’	
  is	
  
heard	
  

Ø Each	
  Player	
  most	
  ‘follow	
  suit’	
  

Ø The	
  card	
  is	
  played	
  directly	
  in	
  front	
  of

Ø Cards	
  are	
  turned

Ø Winning	
  tricks	
  are	
  turned	
  upwards;
